TEMPORARY RELOCATION

Temporary relocation away from smoke is
recommended for people aged 65 and over,
pre-school aged children (under 5, including
infants and babies), pregnant women, and
anyone with an existing heart or lung
condition living or working in South Morwell.

If you are in an ‘at risk’ group and are in
financial hardship you can apply for a Personal
Hardship Voluntary Relocation Payment to
take a temporary break away from the
smoke. A one-off Personal Hardship Respite
Payment remains available to any household
that needs assistance to take a break.
